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ALL RADIOS SHOULD BE SET TO CHANNEL #1

ONCE AT CHECKPOINT RADIO MUST BE LEFT ON AND LISTENED TO AT ALL TIMES

LISTEN TO EACH TRANSMISSION BEFORE RESPONDING

DO NOT CUT OTHER COMMUNICATIONS OFF

WHEN YOU NEED TO RESPOND PRESS THE TALK BUTTON WAIT 1 SECOND BEFORE TALKING

GLOBAL PARAMEDIC SERVICES MUST CHECK IN AT ANY CHECKPOINT THEY ARRIVE AT SO NET CONTROL
(TOP OF MOOSE MTN.) KNOWS WHERE THEY ARE AT ALL TIMES

IF POSSIBLE, TRY TO RELAY ALL COMMUNICATION THROUGH NET CONTROL
IF REQUIRED, RELAY COMMUNICATIONS TO A CHECKPOINT THAT HAS A HAM RADIO OPERATOR

REPORT ALL MEDICAL EMERGENCIES (NOTE: THESE COMMUNICATIONS TAKE PRIORITY OVER ALL OTHERS,
MAINTAIN RADIO SILENCE UNLESS NECESSARY)

IF SOMEBODY ON THE TRAIL REQUIRES A SPARE BATTERY, TAKE NOTE OF THEIR NAME AS WE NEED TO TRACK
THE BATTERIES FOR COLLECTION. THESE ARE VERY EXPENSIVE TO REPLACE ($200)

ONCE YOU HAVE PICKED UP YOUR RADIO IN THE MORNING, YOU SHOULD CHECK IT IMMEDIATELY. YOU
SHOULD CHECK IT WHEN YOU ARRIVE AT YOUR CHECKPOINT AND ESTABLISH A CHAIN TO THE NEAREST HAM IF
NECESSARY.
